His roles 
in The Longstreet Society include long range planning of 
events, assisting in planning an annual seminar in the 
areas of logistics, selection of speakers, tour guides, and 
location visits for study. 
 
His interest in James Longstreet began at an early age, 
and expanded while on military assignment in Germany 
when comparing some of Longstreet's tactics and opera-
tions to current methods in the training areas. 
 
As an expert on General Longstreet, Harold gives 
presentations on the subject and has authored the book 
General James Longstreet — the Confederacy's Most 
Modern General, which was published in 2008 
(softcover) and issued as a revised edition in 2010 
(hardcover).  His book on Longstreet draws heavily from 
his experiences with 20th Century Army doctrine, field 
training, staff planning, command, and combat experi-
ence.

In his book, General James Longstreet — the Con-
federacy's Most Modern General (USA Publishing, 

Rev. ed. 2010; ISBN-10: 0982659202; 
ISBN-13: 978-0982659205), Harold 
Knudsen, U.S. Army Lt. Col., examines 
the life of this controversial leader and 
makes a number of astute points. 
 

Nearly the entire body of histories writ-
ten about General Longstreet minimiz-
es his accomplishments and emphasiz-
es his fall from grace with the postwar 
Southern elites.  Longstreet’s bad 

press was due to the fact that he marched to the beat 
of his own drummer after the Civil War, becoming the 
poster child of political incorrectness: 
 

• He cooperated with his old friend U.S. Grant, be-
coming a member of the Republican Party 

• He served the U.S. Government as a diplomat, civil 
servant, and administrator 

• In his memoirs, he was critical of the wartime per-
formance of General Lee 

• He disputed the tenets of the Lost Cause move-
ment, which made him the scapegoat for the loss 
at Gettysburg 

 

Knudsen then focuses on the tactical genius of Long-
street as a forerunner of the tactics employed in battle 
in the 20th century, comparing the similarities of Long-
street’s innovations and operations to certain aspects 
of war that became standard in WWI and WWII. 
 

Politics aside, Knudsen shows that Lee saw and appre-
ciated this gift for tactics in Longstreet as demonstrated 
by the facts that he referred to Longstreet as his “Old 
War Horse”, that Longstreet was Lee's most trusted 
general, and that Lee made him second-in-command, 
having approved his promotion to the newly created 
rank of lieutenant general one day ahead of Jackson's.

Did You Know? 
 

On May 6th, 1864, during the second day of the Wilderness 
Campaign, Gen. James Longstreet was wounded — accidental-
ly shot in the shoulder and throat by his own men only 4 miles 
from the place where “Stonewall” Jackson had suffered the 
same fate during the same week a year earlier.  Unlike Jackson, 
Longstreet survived but was out of action that Spring and Sum-
mer during Grant’s Overland Campaign and was sorely missed.
